We will do well to do just that, and like controlling anything else it takes time, patience, and perseverance.
We can do it! As it says in Isaiah 28:10, “For it is: Do and do, do and do, rule on rule, rule on rule, a little here,
a little there.”” Now we must move on to the next body part we all have, and this one is so wicked that if we do
not control it, it can do everyone much harm. Can you guess what it can be? Yes, it is our pink little tongues.
The tongue is so small, and seemingly harmless, that is until we open our mouths, and allow it to vomit whatever
it wants. When | learned about the wickedness of the tongue | really wasn't surprised. Let’s see what Yahweh
our Father in heaven has to say about our tongue. “If anyone considers himself religious and yet does not keep a
tight reign on his tongue, he deceives himself and his religion is worthless,”” James 1:26.

Why is the tongue so wicked? ‘““Not many of you should presume to be teachers, my brothers, because you
know that we who teach will be judged more strictly. We all stumble in many ways. If anyone is never at fault in
what he says, he is a perfect man, able to keep his whole body in check. When we put bits into the mouths of
horses to make them obey us, we can turn the whole animal.
