According to Scripture, women were created to be helpers to their husbands
—mnot overseers and not slaves, but partners in the business of living. Adam and
Eve were meant to be a team, with Adam as leader, to work together for their
mutual benefit. Yahweh well understood that two heads are better than one.

shelter, and clothing has given
way to intellectual strength in
meeting these same needs. Wom-
en are quite capable of perform-
ing tasks requiring intellectual
and decision making acuity.

After WWII, when women,
too, over the necessary jobs left
by thousands of men who went to
war, the tasks of managing a
home and raising children began
to be considered as inconsequen-
tial and uninteresting. The femi-
nist movement of the 1970’s fur-
ther convinced many women that
intellectual and emotional fulfilment was only possible by having careers out-
side of the home. In fact, women who made the decision to stay in the tradition-
al role were seen as stupid or lazy. Society dictated that women must work out-
side the home. And so, millions of women entered the workforce relegating
children to become “Latch Key Kids.”

The necessary work of managing the home and raising children gave rise to
daycare or relying on relatives for babysitting and performing housekeeping
chores.

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Childless couples usually find it easier to manage household chores together
than do those having children. And, there are many situations where the wife
and mother must earn a wage — divorce, job loss, illness, death, etc.

But, while the two-income situation has worked well for some families,
there have definitely been negative repercussions in our society as a whole. The
divorce rate has sky rocketed. So, too, have childhood obesity, diabetes, and
depression. The national debt is crushing, as consumers spend more than they
earn. And, the increase in values based on moral relativity together with a de-
cline in spiritual beliefs is indisputable. The family unit seems to be falling
apart. Could it be because no one is home to make harmony out of chaos — to
nurture, to teach, to discipline, or to just enjoy time spent together?

So, for you wives and mothers who have chosen to remain working at home,
do not let society label you as worthless “domestic goddesses.” There’s a say-
ing that “the hand that rocks the cradle, rocks the world.” Instead, recognize that you are
“domestic engineers” — multi-skilled, household CEO’s.

If you sew clothing or other household items, you are a tailor/seamstress.

If you care for babies and toddlers, you are a daycare worker and pre-school

teacher.

Do you ever drift into the thinking that life would
be so much better without work? Does the fictional idea of utopia presented in some movies — a socie-
ty with highly desirable qualities for its citizens — appeal to you? Some people have the mistake idea
that work is one of the results of Adam’s sin, but nothing could be farther from the truth. When Yahweh
created man, He also prepared what was intended to be a permanent dwelling place for him in the Gar-
den of Eden, where man was to “dress and keep it” — work and guard it. See Genesis 2:15.

1 can (8 0z) crescent rolls

1 Ib. ground beef, cooked and drained

1 packet taco seasoning
2/3 cup water
3/4 cup salsa

1 cup cheddar

Optional toppings: Slices olives,

Fast and Yummy Turkey Sloppy Joes

1 Ib ground turkey, cooked and drained
1/2 of small onion, sauteed in butter
1 cup ketchup

1 t. yellow mustard

1 t. Worcestershire sauce

Salt and pepper to taste

Buns, to serve

Combine all except buns and heat until bubbling. Serve on buns

Taco Casserole

sliced jalapenos, shredded lettuce,
diced tomatoes, avocadoes or guaca-
mole, sour cream, cilantro leaves,
diced red onions, or sliced green on-
ions.

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Spray a 9 by 13 inch pan with cooking nonstick spray. Press the cres-
cent rolls into bottom and set aside. To the ground beef in skillet, add water, salsa, and taco packet.
Cook till thickened. Pour over crescent rolls and top with cheese. Bake until bubbly, about 30 minutes.
Let rest for 10 minutes before cutting into squares. Top with your desired toppings.
