Notice of Upcoming Vote 

     At a YAIY Director’s Board Meeting earlier this year, it was decided the following would be presented for vote to 

members of YAIY at the General Business Board Meeting held during the Feast of Tabernacles, as an amendment to the 

YAIY Bylaws: “If the requisite conditions for Deaconship and/or Eldership would have been met except for unforeseen 

circumstances, the Directors may anoint or appoint the YAIY members to the respective offices.” 

     Our bylaws stipulate that this must be presented 6 months prior to the General Business Meeting. Therefore, this 

serves as notice to all members of Yahweh’s Assembly in Yahshua for this particular matter during the Feast of Taber-

nacles of 2014 in which it will apply. Each member present will have one vote.  

     As a reminder, the responsibility of the elders and deacons is to preach and teach scripturally sound doctrine and 

oversee YAIY affairs in a decent and orderly manner. Without discipline there can be no order, for order is an out-

growth of discipline.
