Q: I ran into a group using the Sacred Names and they are keeping 

the Passover emblems every Sabbath based upon the verse which says, 

“For as o)en as you…” in 1 Cor. 11:26. How can I let them know this isn’t 

correct? 

A: In John 14:13 NASB it says, “Whatever you ask in My Name, that 

will I do, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son." Is this true? It is 

only true when combined with truth. We cannot ask and receive things  

which are not lawful. 

The law plainly states that that Passover is once a year, though there 

is a clause which allows a 2nd Passover for those who are unable to keep 

the first (Num. 9:10-11). When poin<ng to the verse which states "For as 

o)en as you...", it must be understood in context of the law. We read,  

“Now, let the sons of Israel observe the Passover at its appointed #me. 

On the fourteenth day of this month, at twilight, you shall observe it at its 

appointed #me; you shall observe it ac-

cording to all its statutes and according to 

all its ordinances,” Numbers 9:2–4 NASB. 

     The memorial of Yahshua's death is to 

be kept in accordance with the law. None 

of the Assemblies of Yahweh, that we are 

aware of, partake of the emblems of the 

Messiah throughout the year. It is at an 

appointed <me which we keep Yahweh's 

Passover.  

     We do this in remembrance of 

Yahshua the Messiah through the em-

blems He ins<tuted. He was authorized to 

make the change. And is, in fact, the Au-

thor and Finisher of our faith (Heb. 12:2).
