Shipping & Flying Directly

We were very pleased to have had Bibles (with the restored Names of both the Father and the Son) donated
for these newly formed Assemblies, specifically, in Africa, who otherwise would not be able to afford their
own. Growth has been tremendous in the west, east, and south of Africa of those understanding the Truth.

We want to openly thank the Assembly of Yahweh in Eaton Rapids, MI, for their donation of cases of The
Word of Yahweh outreach Bibles. We are also pleased to have had
cases of the outreach version of the Restoration Study Bibles donated
by Yahweh’s Restoration Ministry located in Holts Summit, MO.

It has taken some doing on our part, but we have started shipping in
a much larger capacity overseas, shipping via cargo ship, besides
sending individual double-walled boxes through the postal service.

However, this month, through a discounted airfare package worked
out by Yahweh’s Philadelphia's Truth Congregation in Lebanon, PA.,
I’m flying in with Elder Robert Davis and taking 100 pounds of Bibles
in two checked suitcases. The price for the airfare is equivalent to
sending the same amount of Bibles via postal service, but which gives
the added benefit of speaking directly with the Elders coming in from the surrounding countries of Congo,
Uganda, Burundi, Ethiopia and Mozambique for a week-long meeting in Nairobi, Kenya.

Big Step to Lowering Shipping Costs

In thinking about the growth and how to limit further costs in shipping, Yahweh’s Philadelphia's Truth
Congregation is tentatively planning on purchasing the exact same printer we have here (we have already
found one recently off-lease in Nairobi), for the express purpose of printing literature there as a central distri-
bution point for Africa.

This is a BIG step forward in making sure that the Word continues with much less costs in shipping. We
have thought for some time that for those areas that can, they should print from their own location to meet
the needs of reaching out and supplying sound uncompromising doctrine in written form.

In all of this, we thank Yahweh for His provisions. We also thank Yahweh for opening up the doors for
further cooperation to help promote Yahweh’s Good News of His coming Kingdom with Yahshua the Messi-
ah, as King of kings.

All, at that time, will then come up to worship and learn of Yahweh’s Way, Path, and Law. Even now,
there are those coming out of the world and learning to prepare for what is forthcoming. And that is a very
good thing to anticipate. Please keep us and the other Assemblies around the world in prayer.

YAIY Aims Missionary Support

As we reach out here in this country and overseas, there will inevitably be those with spiritual needs as well
as physical. We realize that the spiritual needs have been met for the most part, while the requests for physical
help has gone mostly unanswered.

We have tried to make sure that the first tithe and offerings coming in, go to providing for the spiritual food
and growth for the body of Messiah (see our booklet, The Temple Tenth). We also teach that the second tithe
is for each individual to be able to keep the Feasts.

The third tithe, however, hasn’t really been emphasized. This is mainly due to
the taxation we have in this country, which can be up to 30%, some going directly
to help widows, orphans, the poor, etc., via government subsidies.

With that said, not all countries have a good foundation of support for their poor
and needy.

If you would like to help the poor and were wondering how you might go about
it, consider taking a third tithe principle and applying it here. Any funds designated for this account, should be
noted and made out to “YAIY Alms Missionary Support”.

Question and Answer

Q. Some are saying Mary was not a virgin when with Joseph, and when the Spirit came, it only “anointed”
the Savior in the womb. Their so-called evidence claims that the word “virgin” is a mistranslation and doesn’t
actually mean “virgin.” They are saying the idea of a virgin birth stems from paganism, long before the 1st
century. What do you say?

A. The translation of “virgin” works in context with what is written, including the cultural background of Is-
rael, even though the original word is not specific to “virgin.” For example, “young maidens” were expected to
be chaste “virgins” at marriage (Deut. 22:13-21).

There is also a parallel to “fiancés” today and what we see with the agreement to marry between Joseph and
Mary. It was NOT a time to fornicate, which is what it would have been considered, and would be today in a
pre-marital state.

Young women, even in the first century, would have known how babies were created. When Mary was ap-
proached and told that she was going to conceive, she didn’t believe it (Luke 1:34), which indicates Joseph had
not known her in the Biblical sense. The conception came directly from the Holy Spirit (Matt. 1:20b)

For argument’s sake, let’s say that Joseph had sexual relations with Mary. And after she gets pregnant, he
wants to put her away quietly (Matt. 1:19)? As a righteous man, he would have taken the steps to make her an
honest woman (Exod. 22:16). Receiving instructions from the messenger (Matt. 1:20b-24), he clearly knew
what to do (Matt. 1:25a), since he was a righteous man. "THE VIRGIN WILL

All of this gives us clear context, and therefore a clear understanding, as to what conceive
took place.

I should also mention the constellation Virgo was evidently known in Egypt as a typical teaching of the vir-
gin birth, which they related to Isis. No doubt, Satan confuses the masses and has counterfeit teachings. Yet,
the stars and constellations were put in place by Yahweh. It is not surprising they should speak prophetically of
things related to Yahshua the Messiah.
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One came to us for advice. She’d been offered an opportunity in a distant city (Fairview Heights, Illinois) to
work as a client advocate at a large St. Louis metropolitan clinic, Planned Parenthood Federation of America.

She explained she and her husband were active in their local conservatively-oriented, Bible-believing ch-
rch and that they were Pro-Choice. That is, to say, she and her husband had elected not to have children them-
selves, though she would not even consider through abortion, terminating an unplanned pregnancy.

We suggested first of all, that her degree in Public Relations might not serve her so well in a position with
an institution whose agenda conflicted with her declared values.

Then, we proceeded to show her a Scripture: I call heaven and earth to record this day against you, that 1
have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing: therefore choose life, that both thou and thy seed
may live, Deuteronomy 28:19. We also pointed out, since she declared what her conservatively-oriented, Bi-
ble-believing ch-rch preached, was all about LIFE; that He (Yahweh) also was Pro-Choice, but urged His
People to choose life, that both they and THEIR CHILDREN might live! Good advice, don’t you think?
