Question on Psalm 81:3 
Q: Why do some translations of Psalm 81:3 use of the word "full" for "covering" (as seen in the Lexicon of 
Gesenius)? 
A: The focus on the word keseh (H3677), described as "covered" by the Gesenius Hebrew-Chaldee Lexicon, 
could cause some to think that the dark of the moon, understood by scientists as the astronomical new 
moon, is correct for a biblical new moon. 
     When considering the evidence for the new moon involving "light" according to the Hebrew (please see 
our YAIY Quick Study Sheet on the new moon) in other areas of Scripture, we find it best to consider Psalm 
81:3 in a figurative sense, which appears to be pointing to the abundance and fullness of the ending autum-
nal harvest time. The word "moon" is added twice for contextual accuracy. The harvested abundance is taken 
into the Appointed Times of the Feast of Tabernacles and the Eighth Day, and is certainly enjoyed on the Day 
of Trumpets before them. 
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Question on Psalm 81:3…,cont. 
     We find, in a literal sense with a positive appearance, the wrapping/
covering of the moon is light. Wilhelm Gesenius may have explained the 
word and passage better in his writings, if he had considered Yahweh's 

Appointed Times know-
ing how they were kept 
overall and what they 
were for (Num. 10:10). 
For King David, Yah-
weh's Appointed Times 
and the growing sea-
sons were fully known 
to him. Hence, the writ-
ing of Psalm 81:3.
