Look how He takes care of the
flowers and the birds. You are
more important than these
birds.

Yahweh is more important
than money. Don’t pile up worldly possessions here on earth because thieves
might steal it. Serving Yahweh should be your treasure. And you will receive a
great reward.”

These words are as true for us today as they were for those people thou-
sands of years ago.

You can be assured that if Yahweh is your first priority, you will make it into
His Kingdom. That is His promise to us.
