lon were not able to interpret the '
dreams. But King Nebuchadnezzar made many mistakes. He built a large
idol and demanded that everyone bow down and worship it. In fact, Dan-
iel’s three friends refused and were thrown into a fiery furnace as punish-
ment. But Yahweh saved them from it.

There also came a time when the Babylonian officers made a law that for-
bid anyone from praying to anyone except the king. But Daniel continued to
pray to Yahweh. As punishment, he was thrown into the lions’ den. Everyone
fully expected the lions to pounce on him and tear him to shreds.
