| Likewise, we are also com-
manded to, eat unleavened
bread for seven days. The
Passover is named that be-
cause the death angel “passed
over” the houses that the obe-
dient Israelites were in be-
cause they had marked their
door posts with lamb’s blood as Yahweh commanded. Yahweh was
punishing the Egyptians for mistreating His people in Egypt. All the
firstborn were killed by the death angel where the doors were not
marked. This horrific event made the pharaoh of Egypt finally release
the Israelites!

During the days of Unleavened Bread, we avoid all foods containing
leavening such as bread, cakes, cookies, muffins, flour tortillas, biscuits,
buns, and others. Have a blessed spring Holy Day season!
