      Feast of Tabernacles (also known as Sukkot or Feast of Booths) is one of 

the most joyful times celebrated by Yahweh’s people.

      In the Old 

Testament, the 

Israelites left 

Egypt and had 

no permanent 

place to live.  

They had to 

dwell in tents 

and live off the 

land.   

      So “Sukkot” 

helped them 

and us remem-

ber this event.   

      For the future, the Feast of Tabernacles pictures the reign of Yahshua the 

Messiah on this earth (the 1,000 year reign).    All living will know of Yahweh’s 

ways.  This is the time period of Yahweh’s Kingdom on earth.  You may have 

also heard some people refer to this as The Millennium.  It is a time of peace 

for the whole world.  Even the nature of animals will be changed.  Carnivo-

rous animals will be gentle, and children will even be able to pet them like 

innocent puppies and kittens!  Even venomous snakes will not bite anyone 

during this time.  With all the fear and pain in our current world, the Kingdom 

will be a most welcome time for all who are alive.   

      As Yahweh’s people, we long for this wonderful time yet ahead of us.  But 

in the meantime, we keep Yahweh’s Holy Days, as “rehearsals” for the future.
